The Environmental Justice Coalition for Water is a coalition of community-based and non-profit organizations. Our mission is to build a collective, community-based movement dedicated to achieving equitable access to water resources for all low-income and communities of color in California. We advocate for environmental justice issues, foster new collaborations and build capacity among community members to become strong voices for water justice locally, regionally, and statewide.
EJCW works to improve the economic, social, and environmental well-being of California’s low-income communities and communities of color. We strive to:

· Secure access to safe and affordable water for low-income people and communities of color;

· Increase the ability of environmental justice leaders to affect change within water policy;

· Develop water leadership within environmental justice communities;

· Preserve, restore and holistically manage watersheds in environmental justice communities;

· Eradicate racism and discrimination in California water management;
· Increase the number of community members who participate in California’s water management institutions.
The members of EJCW comprise the base of our organization. EJCW is free and membership is open to any nonprofit or community-based organization. Our membership does not include individuals, for-profits or public agencies. The benefits of membership include:
